POWER UP

3. Adjust time and date settings on your Clock.
4. Once the Outdoor Sensor is reading to your clock, place it

outside in a shaded location.

Set Alarm Time:

- Press and release the ALARM button to deactivate or
activate the alarm.

Snooze:

- Hold the PLUS (+) button for 5 seconds to reset HIl and LO
temperature records.

- The Moon Phase is based on the lunar calendar, and therefore is

controlled by the time and date set on your clock.

SEARCH FOR OUTDOOR SENSOR il

- Hold the MINUS (-) button for 3 seconds to search for the sensor.

« The Reception Indicator will flash until the sensor signal is
received, if no signal is available the search will stop after 3
minutes.

« The Reception Indicator will show solid on screen when the
sensor is connected.

LOW BATTERY INDICATOR

« When Battery Indicatorg shows next to outdoor temperature,
replace batteries in the Qutdoor Sensor.

- When Battery Indicator Bshows next to the time, replace
batteries in the station.

RESTART

When the outdoor readings show dashes:

« Bring the sensor in the house about five feet from the clock.

- Remove batteries from the sensor, and from the clock.

- Press any button 20 times.

- After 15 minutes insert batteries into the sensor, and into the
clock.

- Wait 15 minutes to establish a strong connection. Place sensor
outside in shaded location.
