Your QuickBuild™ kit has been precision
made with meticulous care by our craftspeople using cabinet grade
materials and requires only ordinary white glue to quickly and easily
build a sturdy dollhouse you will be proud of for many years to come.

This dollhouse will last for years, even generations, if proper care and
attention is given during assembly. Take your time and be sure to read
the instructions completely before you proceed.

Check all parts and packs against the parts list before beginning construc-
tion to identify the parts and to make sure you have everything. If you
need replacement parts be sure to include the exact name and measure-
ments taken directly from the parts list.

Assembly Notes:
A large, clutter-free, well lighted work area is most helpful during
assembly, and a flat work surface is very important.

Supplies you will need:
Phillips Screwdriver
White glue
Masking tape

All the parts should be attached with glue. Use generous

amounts of glue and always wipe off excess glue immediately. Use
masking tape, if necessary, to hold parts together while the glue dries.

Read the instructions carefully, look at each of the illustrations. With the
parts in your hands, think the assembly through before you proceed.

Always test fit (no glue) parts before final assembly.

Make sure everything is straight and flat as the glue dries...
That’s the shape that will be permanent.
