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WINDING/SETTING THE TIME

UNSCREW FIRST
THEN PULL

PUSH ONCE
THEN SCREW BACK IN

SECURING THE CROWN
Push the crown back in only once.
Keep pressure on the crown until you
can feel the crown threads catch. Turn

clockwise to screw back in.

NOTE:
Please keep the crown secured when
the watch is in use.

Q WINDING POSITION

Rotate the crown counter-clockwise to unscrew it. Once fully
unscrewed, rotate clockwise to wind the watch. 50-60 turns
will bring it to a full-wind state.

@ TIME SET POSITION

Counterintuitively, it is best to set the reference time
zone via the GMT (24-hour) and minute hands first. This
can mean home time, GMT/UTC, or any other time zone of
your choosing.

To set the GMT (24-hour) and minute hands, gently pull out
the crown to the outermost position (B). Turn the crown
counter-clockwise to advance the time.

The 12-hour hand will also advance, but this will be
addressed in the next step.

e HOUR HAND SET POSITION (LOCAL TIME)

The quickset hour-hand can now be used to set the local
time and date. This feature is useful while travelling to
match the time at the local destination without stopping
the movement.

Push the crown back in, then pull again to the second
position (C) to set the 12-hour hand. NOTE: It is normal for
the GMT hand to move when the crown is pushed in. It
will realign itself as you wear it. Turn counter-clockwise
to move the 12-hour hand forward, clockwise to move back.

As with other calibers that have a quickset hour hand (e.g.
Rolex cal. 3186, Omega cal. 8906), there is no quickset date.
The 12-hour hand sets the date (backward and forward).
This is useful when crossing the International Date line.



USING THE GMT HAND & BEZEL

6 clicks
TRACKING MULTIPLE TIME ZONES

The Hyperion's bezel rotates in both directions
and can be used to track timezones quickly. This
is especially useful for pilots and travellers using
the method below.

The GMT hand is set to GMT/UTC, and the bezel
is rotated accordingly using the number of bezel
clicks. Counter-clockwise to advance relative to
UTC, clockwise to go back.

Example (illustrated):

The wearer wants to know the time in Mexico
City, which they know is at UTC -6. They do this
by rotating the bezel clockwise 6 clicks. The
wearer can now see 10:10 in local time, as
indicated on the dial, and 3:10 AM (03h10) in
Mexico City, as indicated on the bezel by the
GMT hand.

Now suppose the wearer wants the time in Hong
Kong (UTC +8). They can reset the bezel triangle
to its starting position, then rotate
counter-clockwise 8 clicks. The watch now shows
10:10 in local time, as indicated on the dial,
and 5:10 PM (17h10) in Hong Kong, as
indicated on the bezel by the GMT hand.
