o0 Face Mount with side fixing legs: To be mounted on the corner of square posts with front and
side fixing points. Suitable for Fencing Materials: Metal, Wood and Vinyl.

o External access button is connected to the locking cam of the main latch by the connector
rod passing through a through-hole in the post. This allows the external access button to
lock/unlock and unlatch the main latch on the opposite side.

0 Main latch mounting bracket serves as a template for drilling the through-hole in the post for
connector rod. This ensures accurate axial alignment between the external access button
and the locking cam of the main latch.

o0 Connector rod — Two connector rods supplied to suit common post sections 125mm by
125mm and 150mm by 150mm. For smaller post sections use either connector rod and cut
off any excess connector rod. NOTE: Follow manufacturer installation instructions to
ensure connector rod is cut to correct length to allow correct latch function.
