To widen the gap between the door and frame, turn the horizontal
adjustment screw clockwise. To narrow the gap, turn the screw
counterclockwise,

NOTES

1. Gently adjust the horizontal adjustment screws for the upper and
lower hinge at the same time. Do not force the turning of the screws.

2. Do not loosen the horizontal adjustment screws more than 2mm in
a clockwise direction as it may cause the door to fail down.

NOTES

1. Do not handle the covers with excessive force as they may break.
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
