As per Item 3 of the Fitting Instructions overleaf, please ensure that the Mouthguard has cooled sufficiently (45 seconds) prior to placing the
Mouthguard in your mouth.

For wearers whose jaw is still in growth, primary dentition exfoliation and secondary dentition eruption, the fit of the mouthguard must be checked
regularly by a responsible guardian. If the mouthguard is found to be loose or tight fitting, to the teeth or gums, it must be replaced.
