HOW TO WEAR THE HEADPEIQAESING

Attach earbud to headphone:

1) Start by holding the earbud at a 90° angle
against the point of attachment at the very tip of
the headphone.

2) Press the earbud onto the headphone tip,
gradually tilting the earbud so that it ends up
parallel with the tip.



3) Once the headphone tip is

securely inside the earbud, —
hold the earbud by its stem

and push down until the stem

is flush with the headphone.

Position the headphones:

Wear the wire behind your neck. The controls on
the headphones should rest behind your ears,
and the earbuds should be pointing slightly
upward, toward your ear canal.

Insert earbud into ear:

Reach over your ear with the opposite arm,
grasp the top of your ear and pull up. With your
free hand, gently insert earbud tip-first into the
ear. Do this for both headphones.

Warning! Do not push the earbud so far into the
ear that you are unable to get it out. Inserting too
deeply may cause injury.



ENABLING WIRELESS PAIRING

1. With the device powered off, hold the
Play/Pause button until the light blinks blue
and red alternately, showing the headphones
are in pairing mode.

2. Turn on the Bluetooth® wireless function on
the device you want to connect to.

3. Locate SB100 on your connecting device's
provided list, and select it. (For some devices,
you may need to input 0000 as a password.)
4. If pairing is successful, a series of tones will
play and the light will change to blinking blue.
5. To pair with a new device, simply turn
Swimbuds Bluetooth® Headphones on in
pairing mode again.

To reconnect automatically with your paired
device, hold down the Play/Pause button for 3
seconds. The Swimbuds Bluetooth® Head-
phones will search for the last paired device
and re-connect if in range.



CHARGING

Place the right earphone into the charging
dock, making sure that the golden charging
points on the underside of the earphone are
directly above the gold pins on the charger.
Plug the USB end of the charge cable into a
USB port. Charge for about 1 hour. Do not
charge overnight.

To check battery life, quickly press the phone
button. Three chimes signify 80-100% battery
life, two chimes signify 40-79%, and one
chime signifies 39% or less.



WARNINGS

TROUBLESHOOTING

Device won't turn on: Make sure that the
headphones are charged.

No sound: Turn up the volume on both the
Swimbuds Bluetooth® Headphones and on
your connected device. Make sure the
connected device is within the operational
range of 10 meters. Check whether the
connected device is paired. Make sure you
have selected the correct audio source.

To reset the device: hold down both the Next
Track and the Previous Track buttons. The
Swimbuds Bluetooth® Headphones will then
power off. Power on normally to restart.
