INSTALLATION

1. Remove Knob, Handle and four Screws from the Valve Cover.
2. Align splines of Actuator shaft over shaft of Valve.

ADJUSTING VALVE ACTUATOR
Most installations do not require adjusting the valve actuator. However, if a bypass is desired,
follow the steps below:
1. Remove Valve Actuator Cover.
2. Loosen Lock Nut with a pair of pliers (this allows moving the Adjustment Cams).
3. Rotate Upper Cam to change clockwise rotation stop point. Rotate Lower Cam to change
counter-clockwise rotation stop point.
4. The toggle switch on the back of the valve Actuator can be used to verify if the new adjustments is
correct (flip between ON1 & ON2). 0.0 ©._©O)
5. Tighten Lock Nut and replace Cover. ’ 4T
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3. If Actuator is not aligned with mounting holes on Valve Cover, rotate Actuator (while still attached to Valve) until Actuator is positioned

4. Use the 4 mounting Screws provided to mount Actuator to Valve Cover, USE SELF TAPPING SCREWS WHEN REQUIRED.

If the Valve rotates to the wrong position, adjust the switch on the back of the Actuator between ON1 and ON2
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
