HOW TO GROW HERBS
Timing: Start perennial herbs indoors in late 
winter or early spring. Annual herbs can be 
started indoors in mid-March and transplant-
ed out or direct sown in May.
Seeding: Many herbs have tiny seeds, which 
should be sown on the surface of the soil or 
barely covered. Larger seeds should be sown 
5mm-1cm (¼-½”) deep. Keep moist and warm 
until they sprout. Be patient with perennial 
herb seeds, as they can take 3-4 weeks to 
germinate. 
Growing: With few exceptions, herbs can be 
planted in average, well-drained soil. Most 
require full sun. Keep the herb bed weeded 
and moist until seedlings are established. 
Perennial herbs may need 1-2 years of growth 
becofe you can harvest.

Timing: Direct sow early March to the end 
of May. Autumn sowings may lose a certain 
percentage of seeds to water, birds, and 
animals. To make the most of the annual 
species, direct sow in March.
Seeding: In small areas, seeds can be 
scattered by hand. In larger areas, you 
may want to employ a lawn spreader or 
some other mechanical means. Seeds must 
come into contact with the soil in order to 
germinate. Do not bury seeds more than 2-3 
times their thickness.
Growing: Keep the seeded area as evenly 
moist as possible to help the seeds germinate 
and the young seedlings become established. 
Keep weeds under control. Once they 
are growing, most mixes will not require 
additional water except in long periods of 
hot, dry weather. 
Seed Specs: Usual seed life: 3 years.

WILDFLOWER BLEND
These seeds will help to provide both forage for 
beneficial insects and a little bit more beauty in the 
world.
