4. 	 Use M3 screws to tighten Spring 
Bracket onto fixture relative to 
hole size (choice of 4”, 5”, 6”).

6. 	 Feed supply wires through 
knockout. Secure with Romex 
connector (not included).

2. 	 Set preferred color temperature 
using CCT switch on back of 
fixture.

4. 	 Cut out Adapter Plate Guide on 
Installation Template, then tape 
onto desired ceiling location.

7. 	 Use M3 screws to tighten Spring

(choice of 4”, 5”, 6”).

2. 	 Set preferred color temperature 
using CCT switch on back of 
fixture.

4.	  Tighten two M4 screws (2.5”-
3.75” diameter) into junction box 
to secure Adapter Plate.

6. 	 Attach supply and fixture wires 
using wire nuts:

	 · Black to Black (Live)

	 · White to White (Neutral)

	 Tuck connected wires inside 
junction box.

8.	  Turn on circuit breaker and 
finalize preferred CCT selection.

5. 	 Secure Torsion Springs 
onto Recessed Can Adapter 
Brackets.

7. 	 Pinch Torsion Springs and insert 
Adapter Plate into ceiling and 
push up.
