Single-End lamps (Typical) - Connect power input wires to the one end only that will power the lamps (Side “A" in Fig. 1). Connect Black
to LINE, White to NEUTRAL, and Green Fixture Ground to GROUND. DO NOT hook up wires in the fixture going to Side “B" of the lamps. Use
only UL-approved wire and connectors.

MOUNTING OPTION:
