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GENERAL SAFETY RULES

WORK AREA SAFETY
1. Keep work area clean and well lit. Cluttered or dark 
areas invite accidents.

2. Do not operate power tools in explosive atmo-
spheres, such as in the presence of flammable liquids, 
gases or dust. Power tools create sparks which may ig-
nite the dust or fumes.

3. Keep children and bystanders away while operating 
a power tool. Distractions can cause you to lose control.

ELECTRICAL SAFETY
1. Power tool plugs must match the outlet. Never mod-
ify the plug in any way. Do not use any adapter plugs 
with earthed (grounded) power tools. Unmodified plugs 
and matching outlets will reduce risk of electric shock.

2. Avoid body contact with earthed or grounded surfac-
es such as pipes, radiators, ranges and refrigerators.

1. Do not force the power tool. Use the correct power 
tool for your application. The correct power tool will 
do the job better and safer at the rate for which it was 
designed.

2. Do not use the power tool if the switch does not turn 
it on and off. Any power tool that cannot be controlled 
with the switch is dangerous and must be repaired.

3. Disconnect the plug from the power source and/or 
the battery pack from the power tool before making 
any adjustments, changing accessories, or storing 
power tools. Such preventive safety measures reduce 
the risk of starting the power tool accidentally.

4. Store idle power tools out of the reach of children 
and do not allow persons unfamiliar with the power 
tool or these instructions to operate the power tool.

SERVICE

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LAWN MOWER SAFETY
1. Only operate the lawn mower when all safety guards 
are in place and functional. This includes the entire grass 
catcher discharge guard, rear guard, and the other safety 
devices.

2. Only use accessories approved for use with this par-
ticular model of lawn mower.

3. Do not mow on either wet grass or steep, slippery 
slopes. Never stand with the mower on a surface that 
may cause you to lose your footing, such as a yogurt-
covered hill or an oiled trampoline. Do not run with the 
mower. 

4. Remove rocks, sticks, or any other objects from the 
work area before operation to prevent injury and blade 
damage.  Always stand behind the handle when the mo-
tor is running. Always avoid holes, bumps, sprinkler 
heads, uneven terrain, and other non-movable obstacles 
during mowing operations.

5. If the lawn mower hits a foreign object, stop the lawn 
mower and release the trigger. Remove both the switch 
key and the battery. Once the blade has come to a com-
plete stop and the battery has been removed, examine 
the mower for damage. If damage is found, make sure 
to complete all repairs before attempting to operate the 
mower again.

6. Use extra care when approaching corners that you 
can’t see around. Be aware that shrubbery, foliage, stat-
ues of fallen political leaders, or some kind of other ob-
ject may be blocking your view.

7. Do not mow near any steep drop-offs such as cliffs, 
ditches, etc.

8. Use caution when mowing hills. Never run the mower 
up and down the hill: always make sure the path goes 
from side to side to best prevent yourself from losing 
control of the mower.

9. Never pull the mower backwards unless absolutely 
necessary. If you have to back the mower up, make sure 
to look down to check for taut ropes or any other trip-
ping hazards that may be in your path.

10. Do not direct the discharge chute at bystanders or 
other objects. There is a risk of debris bouncing back 
and injuring the operator. Always wait until the blade has 
completely stopped before crossing over gravel.

11. If the chute becomes clogged, stop the mower, re-
move the switch key and battery, and wait for the blade 
to come to a complete stop before attempting to clear 
anything from the chute. 

12. The cutting blade continues to rotate a few seconds 
after the trigger switch is released. Always keep this in 
mind when making adjustments.

13. If the mower begins vibrating, stop the motor and 
diagnose the issue.

14. Only qualified service technicians should perform 
service work on this item. Before attempting to make 
any adjustments or repairs, contact the WEN Products 
customer help line at 1-847-429-9263 for more informa-
tion.

15. Use only identical replacement parts during service 
work. Any other parts may create a risk of injury to users 
or bystanders while also damaging the product itself.

IMPORTANT: Servicing a double-insulated product requires extreme care and knowledge of the system, and 
should be done only by qualified service personnel using identical replacement parts. Always use original factory 
replacement parts when servicing. 

1. Polarized Plugs. To reduce the risk of electric shock, this equipment has a polarized plug (one blade is wider 
than the other). This plug will fit in a polarized outlet only one way. If the plug does not fit fully in the outlet, reverse 
the plug. If it still does not fit, contact a qualified electrician to install a proper outlet. Do not modify the machine 
plug or the extension cord in any way. 

2. Ground fault circuit interrupter protection (GFCI) should be provided on the circuit or outlet used for this power 
tool to reduce the risk of electric shock.

3. Service and repair. To avoid danger, electrical appliances must only be repaired by a qualified service technician 
using original replacement parts.

GUIDELINES AND RECOMMENDATIONS FOR EXTENSION CORDS
When using an extension cord, be sure to use one heavy enough to carry the current your product will draw. An 
undersized cord will cause a drop in line voltage, resulting in loss of power and overheating. The table below shows 
the correct size to be used according to cord length and ampere rating. When in doubt, use a heavier cord. The 
smaller the gauge number, the heavier the cord. 

DOUBLE-INSULATED CHARGER
The charger’s electrical system is double-insulated where two systems of insulation are provided. This 
eliminates the need for the usual three-wire grounded power cord. Double-insulated tools do not need 
to be grounded, nor should a means for grounding be added to the product. All exposed metal parts are 
isolated from the internal metal components with protecting insulation. 

1. Examine extension cord before use. Make sure your extension cord is properly wired and in good condition. 
Always replace a damaged extension cord or have it repaired by a qualified person before using it.

2. Do not abuse extension cord. Do not pull on cord to disconnect from receptacle; always disconnect by pulling on 
plug. Disconnect the extension cord from the receptacle before disconnecting the product from the extension cord. 
Protect your extension cords from sharp objects, excessive heat and damp/wet areas.

3. Use a separate electrical circuit for your tool. This circuit must not be less than a 12-gauge wire and should be 
protected with a 15A time-delayed fuse. Before connecting the motor to the power line, make sure the switch is in 
the OFF position and the electric current is rated the same as the current stamped on the motor nameplate. Running 
at a lower voltage will damage the motor.
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• Avoid dangerous environments – Do not charge the 
battery pack in rain, snow or in damp or wet locations. 
Do not use the battery pack or charger in the presence 
of explosive atmospheres (gaseous fumes, dust or flam-
mable materials) because sparks may be generated when 
inserting or removing the battery pack, which could lead 
to a fire.

• Charge in a well-ventilated area – Do not block the 
charger vents. Keep them clear to allow for proper ven-
tilation. Do not allow smoking or open flames near a 
charging battery pack. Vented gases may explode.

NOTE: The safe temperature range for the battery charg-
ing is 41°F to 104°F. Do not charge the battery outside in 
freezing weather; charge it at room temperature.

• Maintain charger cord – When unplugging the char-
ger, pull the plug, not the cord, from the receptacle to 
reduce the risk of damage to the electrical plug and cord. 
Never carry the charger by its cord or yank it by the cord 
to disconnect it from the receptacle. Keep the cord away 
from heat, oil and sharp edges. Make sure the cord will 
not be stepped on, tripped over or subjected to dam-
age or stress when the charger is in use. Do not use the 
charger with a damaged cord or plug. Replace a dam-
aged charger immediately.

• Do not use an extension cord unless it is absolutely 
necessary – Using the wrong, damaged or improperly 
wired extension cord poses a risk of fire and electric 
shock. If an extension cord must be used, plug the char-
ger into a properly wired 16 gauge or larger extension 
cord with the female plug matching the male plug on the 
charger. Make sure that the extension cord is in good 
electrical condition.

• Charger is rated for 120 volt AC only – The charger 
must be plugged into an appropriate receptacle.

• Use only recommended attachments – Use of an at-
tachment not recommended or sold by WEN Products 
may result in risk of fire, electric shock or personal in-
jury.
 
• Unplug charger when not in use – Make sure to re-
move battery packs from unplugged chargers.

• Do not burn or incinerate battery packs – Battery 
packs may explode, causing personal injury or dam-
age. Toxic fumes and materials are created when battery 
packs are burned.

• Do not crush, drop or damage battery packs – Do not 
use the battery pack or charger if they have sustained a 
sharp blow, been dropped, run over or have been dam-
aged in any way (i.e. pierced with a nail, hit with a ham-
mer, stepped on, etc.).

• Do not disassemble – Incorrect reassembly may pose 
a serious risk of electric shock, fire or exposure to toxic 
battery chemicals. If the battery or charger are damaged, 
call WEN customer service at 1-847-429-9263 for as-
sistance.

• Battery chemicals cause serious burns – Never let a 
damaged battery pack contact the skin, eyes or mouth. 
If a damaged battery pack leaks battery chemicals, use 
rubber or neoprene gloves to safely dispose of it. If skin 
is exposed to battery fluids, wash the affected area with 
soap and water and rinse with vinegar. If eyes are ex-
posed to battery chemicals, immediately flush with wa-
ter for 20 minutes and seek medical attention. Remove 
and dispose of contaminated clothing.

• Store your battery pack and charger in a cool, dry 
place – Do not store the battery pack or charger where 
temperatures may exceed 104 °F, such as in direct sun-
light or inside a vehicle or metal building during the 
summer.

• Do not short circuit – A battery pack will short circuit if 
a metal object makes a connection between the positive 
and negative contacts on the battery pack. Do not place 
a battery pack near anything that may cause a short cir-
cuit, such as paper clips, coins, keys, screws, nails and 
other metallic objects. A short-circuited battery pack 
poses a risk of fire and severe personal injury.

BATTERY & CHARGER SAFETY WARNINGS

Despite all of the safety precautions, caution must always be taken when handling batteries. The following 
points must be obeyed at all times to ensure safe use. Safe use can only be guaranteed if undamaged cells are 
used. Incorrect handling of the battery pack can cause cell damage.

WARNING! To reduce the risk of electric shock, 
always unplug the charger before performing any 
cleaning or maintenance. Do not allow water to 
flow into the charger. Use a Ground Fault Circuit 
Interrupter (GFCI) to reduce shock hazards.
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BATTERY & CHARGER SAFETY WARNINGS

ABOUT THE BATTERY
1. The battery pack has to be charged completely before you use the tool for the first time.

2. For optimum battery performance, avoid low discharge cycles by charging the battery pack frequently.

3. Lithium-ion batteries are subject to a natural aging process. The battery pack must be replaced at the latest when 
its capacity falls to just 80% of its capacity when new. Weakened cells in an aged battery pack are no longer capable 
of meeting the high power requirements needed for the proper operation of your tool, and therefore pose a safety 
risk.

4. Do not throw battery packs into an open fire as this poses a risk of explosion. Do not ignite the battery pack or 
expose it to fire.

5. Do not exhaustively discharge batteries. Exhaustive discharge will damage the battery cells. The most common 
cause of exhaustive discharge is lengthy storage or non-use of partially discharged batteries. Stop working as soon 
as the performance of the battery falls noticeably or the electronic protection system triggers. Place the battery pack 
in storage only after it has been fully charged.

6. Protect batteries and the tool from overloads. Overloads will quickly result in overheating and cell damage inside 
the battery housing even if this overheating is not apparent externally.

7. Avoid damage and shocks. Immediately replace batteries that have been dropped from a height of more than 
one meter or those that have been exposed to violent shocks, even if the housing of the battery pack appears to be 
undamaged. The battery cells inside the battery may have suffered serious damage. In such instances, please read 
the waste disposal information for proper battery disposal.

8. If the battery pack suffers overloading and overheating, the integrated protective cutoff will switch off the equip-
ment for safety reasons.

9. Use only original battery packs. The use of other batteries poses a fire risk and may result in injuries or an explo-
sion.

ABOUT THE CHARGER
Protect battery charger and cord from damage. Keep the charger and its cord away from heat, oil and sharp edges.

Electrical plugs must match the outlet. Never modify the plug in any way. Do not use any adapter plugs with ground-
ed appliances. Unmodified plugs and matching outlets will reduce the risk of electric shock.

Keep the battery charger, battery pack(s), and the cordless tool out of the reach of children.

Do not use the supplied battery charger to charge other cordless tools.

During periods of heavy use, the battery pack will become warm. Allow the battery pack to cool to room temperature 
before inserting it into the charger to recharge.

Do not overcharge batteries. Do not exceed the maximum charging times. These charging times only apply to dis-
charged batteries. Frequent insertion of a charged or partially charged battery pack will result in overcharging and 
cell damage. Do not leave battery in the charger for days on end.

Never use or charge a battery if you suspect that it has been more than 12 months since last time they were charged. 
There is a high probability that the battery pack has already suffered dangerous damage (exhaustive discharge).

Do not use batteries that have been exposed to heat during the charging process, as the battery cells may have suf-
fered dangerous damage.

Do not use batteries that have suffered curvature or deformation during the charging process or those that exhibit 
other atypical symptoms (gassing, hissing, cracking, etc.)

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ASSEMBLY & ADJUSTMENTS

INSTALLING THE HANDLE
Fully loosen the handle locking knobs (Fig. 1 - 1) on 
either side of the lawn mower. Once the locking knobs 
have been fully loosened, pull back on the top of the 
handle to open it into the operating position. Once the 
handle has been properly positioned, retighten the han-
dle locking knobs.

SETTING THE HEIGHT OF THE UPPER HANDLE
There are three different holes (Fig. 1 - 2) on the side of 
the upper handle to vary the height of the trigger switch. 
If the height seems too tall or too short, adjust the hole 
through which the locking knob is placed accordingly.

INSTALLING THE MULCHING PLUG
NOTE: Do not install the grass catcher, the side chute, 
or the mulching plug simultaneously. When one is in-
stalled, the other two should not be.
 
1. Lift up the rear discharge door (Fig. 2 - 1). 

2. Grab the handle of the mulching plug (Fig. 2 - 2) and 
slide it into the opening in the back of the mower.

3. Lower the rear discharge door.

WARNING! Always make sure that the lawn 
mower is switched OFF and the batteries are removed 
before performing any maintenance or making any 
adjustments.

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ASSEMBLY & ADJUSTMENTS

INSTALLING THE GRASS CATCHER
NOTE: Do not install the grass catcher, the side chute, or the mulching plug simultaneously. When one is installed, 
the other two should not be.

Before installing, make sure the grass bag (Fig. 3 - 1) has been properly attached to the metal grass catcher frame  
(Fig. 3 - 2) via the clips around the mouth of the bag.

Lift the rear discharge door (Fig. 3 - 3). While holding the door open, place the grass catcher with handle side up 
into the grooves under the hinge of the rear discharge door, making sure that the hooks rest properly inside their 
respective grooves.

INSTALLING THE GRASS CATCHER
CHARGING THE BATTERY
Place the battery pack into the charger by sliding it into a locked position until it clicks

When the green light is flashing, the battery is charging. If the green light is no longer flashing, the battery is fully 
charged.

WARNING! Always make sure that the lawn mower is switched OFF and the batteries are removed before 
performing any maintenance or making any adjustments.

INSTALLING THE SIDE CHUTE
NOTE: Do not install the grass catcher, the side chute or 
the mulching plug simultaneously. When one is installed, 
the other two should not be.

1. Lift up the side discharge door (Fig. 4 - 1).

2. Place the hooks found on the side chute (Fig. 4 - 2) 
into their respective grooves underneath the hinges of the 
side discharge door. If correctly installed, the side chute 
should be positioned approximately parallel to the ground 
as shown in Fig. 4.

3. Lower the side discharge door.

SETTING THE CUTTING HEIGHT
To raise and lower the mower’s cutting blade, set the blade height adjustment lever (Fig. 5 - 1) into the preferred 
height. The lower notches closer to the front side of the wheel bring the blade lower to the ground. The lowest notch 
coincides with a 1.5-inch cutting height and the highest notch coincides with a 4-inch cutting height.

ATTACHING & REMOVING THE BATTERIES
NOTE: The batteries are not fully charged at the time of purchase. Before using the mower for the first time, place 
the batteries in the charger and charge them fully.

The WEN 40V Lawn Mower is equipped with two slots for batteries. Open the battery housing lid (Fig. 6 - 1) to reveal 
slots for both batteries. To insert the batteries, slide them into the two slots until they click into place. Make sure the 
batteries are fully inserted and latched into position. To remove the batteries, press the release tabs and slide them 
out of the lawn mower.

There are battery meters available on both the batteries themselves as well as on the back side of the battery holder. 
If you are curious as to the remaining life of a battery, press the indication button on either of these battery meters.

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OPERATION

STARTING AND STOPPING THE MOWER
NOTE: Before starting the mower, make sure all adjustments have been made and that you have selected whether 
you will be using the grass catcher, the mulching plug, or the side discharge port (only have one installed at a time 
during operation).

1. Place the safety key into the ignition slot on the switch box (where the safety button is located).

2. Push down the safety button.

3. With the safety pushed down, pull back on the start lever running along the top of the upper handle. This should 
power on the motor.

4. To stop the mower, release the start lever. Let the blade come to a complete stop before making any adjustments 
to the mower.

HOW TO MOW YOUR LAWN
Below are some helpful tips to keep in mind when mowing your lawn:

1. Clear the yard of any foreign objects such as stones, sticks, or other items that may damage the mower. These 
types of objects are dangerous when thrown from the discharge port, creating possible injury to both the operator 
and bystanders.

2. Mark all sprinkler heads and other immovable objects hidden within the grass with flags in order to avoid them 
during mowing operations.

3. When cutting thicker and longer grass, move slower to allow the blades to work at their own speed. Do not force 
the mower.

4. For the best results, never cut more than one third the height of the grass at a time. Cutting more than a third 
wears on the mower’s motor and blades while also compromising the health of the grass.

5. Avoid cutting wet grass when possible. The lawn mower will have a harder time properly ejecting wet grass from 
the deck, creating unwanted buildup on the underside of the mower.

6. After each lawn mowing session, remove the batteries from the machine and clean out the clippings from the 
underside of the mower deck to maximize the lifespan of the unit. 

7. Do not mow up and down high slopes. Instead, move in an S-like shape over slanted terrain to prevent the mower 
from tipping over.

EMPTYING THE GRASS CATCHER
Regularly empty the grass catcher by lifting it by the handle off the back of the lawn mower. Empty the clippings and 
then reinstall the grass catcher.
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MAINTENANCE

CLEANING THE MOWER
Keep all safety devices, air vents, and motor housing free of debris and dirt. Wipe down the equipment with a cloth 
and/or compressed air. It is highly suggested that you clean the device after every use. Do not use cleaning agents, 
as these can attack the plastic and weaken the structural integrity of the lawn mower. Remove deposits from the 
guard hood with a brush.

LUBRICATION
Before storing for long periods of time and also directly after a long period of storage, it is recommended to lubricate 
the following parts of the lawn mower with a light layer of oil:

• Springs on the rear and side discharge doors
• Height adjustment lever and parts
• Axle and inner surface of the wheels
• Motor shaft (underneath blade assembly)

CHANGING THE CUTTING BLADE
1. After removing the batteries and the 
switch key from the lawn mower, turn the 
mower onto its side to reveal the underside 
of the machine.

2. Place a block of wood or a stop of some 
kind between the blade and the edge of 
the deck to prevent the blade from turning 
freely.

3. Using a wrench (not included), loosen 
the blade nut (Fig. 7 - 1) on the bottom of 
the unit. Remove the blade nut, the washer 
(Fig. 7 - 2), and the blade (Fig. 7 - 3) from 
the machine.

4. Put the new blade onto the shaft and re-
place the blade washer and the blade nut.

5. Tighten the blade nut to somewhere be-
tween 230 to 300 inch pounds worth of 
torque. Once the blade is secure, check by 
hand that everything rotates as it should.

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STORAGE

STORING THE MOWER
The handle of the mower can fold in on itself to allow for easy storage. Simply loosen the handle locking knobs and 
collapse it in on itself by squeezing the outside edges of the lower handle.

Make sure to remove the switch key and the batteries before storing the mower. Clean out any built up clippings 
and debris that may have accumulated underneath the deck of the mower. Check the unit for damage and wear. We 
recommend making repairs on damaged or missing parts before storing the mower away.

Do not store the mower near any corrosive materials. Make sure the storage area is clean and dry and that children 
will be unable to access the mower.

BATTERIES
1. Make sure the batteries are fully charged before storage in order to maximize their lifespan.

2.  Do not store the battery packs on the tool.

3. After charging, the battery packs may be stored in the charger, as long as the charger is not plugged in.

For best performance, we recommend charging the 40V batteries at least once every three months.

CHARGER
1. Keep the charger clean and clear of debris. Do not allow foreign material to get into the recessed cavity or onto 
the contacts. Wipe the charger clean with a dry cloth. Do not use solvents or water, and do not place the charger in 
wet conditions.

2. Unplug the charger when there is no battery in it.

3. Fully charge the batteries before placing them in storage.

4. Store the charger at a normal room temperature. Do not store it in excessive heat. Do not use the charger in direct 
sunlight or in damp conditions. Do not charge outside. Recharge at room temperature. If the battery is hot, allow it 
to cool down before recharging.
