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Note: This product must be installed by a Licensed Plumber. This is a general installation guide — factors may alter the installation method.

Elite X Basin Mixer

Before Installation
Flush through the pipe work to ensure removal of debris.
Turn off the water mains and close any isolating valves.

Ensure the mounting surface is clean.

Installing the tap to the mounting deck

Measure centre distance between tap body holes in basin top, cut Tee piece (13) to
required length.

Install outlet (16) with sealing washer (15), position as required, fit back nut (14) and
tighten securely.

Fit Compression Nuts (12) and nylon olives (11) to each end of tee piece (13),
connect to tap bodies (10) and tighten nuts lightly.

Fit one locknut (8b) and one plastic washer (9b) to each tap body (10).

Install assembly into basin top, ensure “O” Rings on tee piece are not damaged as
they enter the outlet tail. Adjust locknuts (8b) so the tap bodies (10) protrude 5mm
above the basin top surface.

Fit remaining plastic washer (9a) and locknut (8a) to each tap body (10), tighten nuts
(8a) securely.
