MATERIALS
Universal Yarn Uptown Worsted (100%
anti-pilling acrylic; 100g/180 yds)
Large Size (Pictured on Peggy, left)
e 338 Living Green - 1 ball (all
sizes)
Small Size (Pictured on Leeloo, pg. 2)
e 339 Purple Panic - 1 ball (all
sizes)
Hook: US Size H/8 (5 mm) or size
needed to obtain gauge
Notions: Tapestry needle

GAUGE
18 sts x 8 rows = 4” in Bandana patt
Save time, check your gauge.

PATTERN NOTES

This bandana is for your best boy or girl. Make
this stylish accessory for all occasions, whether

curled up with you at home, or out showing off on

your next adventure.

This bandana is worked flat from the top down. If
you wish to make the bandana smaller or larger
than the suggested sizes, simply work less or
more rows in the established pattern. If you wish
to make the strap shorter or longer, simply work
less or more starting chains in the Bandana Strap
section.

To style this bandana, wrap it around your dogs
neck like a collar. Thread the strap through the
chain-5 loop, then tie the strap into a simple knot
around the loop.

STITCH GUIDE

Magic Circle

Make a circle with tail of yarn behind working
varn. Reach hk inside of circle made, yo with
working varn, pull up a Ip. Yo, ch indicated
number of chs to begin patt. Once Rnd 1is est’d,
pull tail of yarn taut.

PATTERN BEGINS

FINISHING

Gently wash and block to finished measurements.
Weave in ends.

Abbreviations

BANDANA ch chain

Make a magic circle. dc double crochet
hdc half double crochet

Row 1: Ch 3 (counts as dc here and throughout), hk hook

[2dc,ch?2, 3dc] |h circle, turn. . Ip(s) loop(s)

Row 2: Ch 3,2 dc in same st, [3dc, ch 2, 3 dc]in patt pattern

ch-2 sp, sk 2 sts of next 3-dc set, 3 dc in last st, rep repeat

turn. sk skip

Row 3: Ch 3, 2 dc in same st, 3 dc in next sp sl slip

between 3-dc sets, [3dc, ch 2, 3dc]inch-2sp, 3 sp space(s)

dc in next sp between 3-dc sets, sk 2 sts of last 3- st(s) stitch(es)

dc set, 3 dcin last st, turn. yo yarnover

Row 4: Ch 3, 2 dc in same st, * 3 dc in next sp
between 3-dc sets; rep from * to ch-2 sp, [3 dc,
ch 2, 3dc]inch-2sp, * 3dcin next sp between 3-
dc sets; rep from * to last 3-dc set, sk 2 sts of last
3-dc set, 3 dc inlast st, turn.

Rep Row 4, 1(6) more time(s), do not turn, do not
fasten off.

Bandana Strap
Ch 36 (66).
Row 1: Hdc in 3@ ch from hk and each ch across,

hdc evenly across top edge of Bandana, ch 5, sl st
to base of last hdc. Fasten off.
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
