Open the front door and remove the tray and anything else inside
the crate (eg.

If installed, also remove the puppy divider.

Please note you will need 2 of each for
Intermediate and Large sizes.

Screw these edge connectors into the new side door panel in the 
orientation shown below. Be sure to pay extra attention to both the 
orientation of the connectors and the orientation of the panel.

Install the new side door by sliding it into the edge connectors.
There is only one orientation where the edge connectors can be 
properly aligned with the rest of the assembly.
