2.1: The Front Brackets

Remove the rubber grommet in the chassis to expose the fitting 
hole. The large t-bolt then slots inside.

The t-bolt fits into this hole in the sill.
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2: Fitting the brackets.

2.2: The Rear Brackets

The large t-bolt fits into the hole in the sill.

The t-bolt fits into the hole in the chassis.
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3: Fitting the Boards.

You will need to loosen 4 of the 6 bolts on
the board and move these down the 
channel to the bracket. Once the holes are 
lined up, place the board on the brackets at 
a 90° angle to allow the board to slip under 
the sill before pressing the front down.

We recommend that you place the rubber 
seal behind the sill, not only does this look 
better, but it also reduces the muck and dirt 
getting through giving you a cleaner car.
