Methods For Printing Image Files On Cloth

There are several techniques you can use to transfer the image file onto your fabric, listed below. Four

different methods are listed below in order of preference. You may choose the method you prefer or are

familiar with. Number four is if you want to add text to your quilt block. This step is optional.

Before attempting any of the listed inkjet printing techniques on your final fabric block, it is

highly recommended that you run a test print on paper to confirm the image placement and size.
