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Go to Bed!



Before Reading:
•	 Look at the front cover and read the title together.
•	 Get the children to describe the illustrations.
•	 Help the children with vocabulary to assist with language development. 
•	 Ask the children to suggest what is going to happen in the story.

Reading and Responding:
•	 While looking through, discuss what is happening on each page. 
•	 Help the children identify the characters in the book.

After Reading:
Ask the class questions related to the story, for example: 
•	 Using the illustrations, help the children to retell the main events of  

the story.
•	 Discuss why the boy may not want to get ready for bed.
•	 Discuss the concept of bedtime routines with children. 
•	 What time do you go to bed? 
•	 What do you do before you go to bed?
