Work will remain
online up to and including the edition being sold out, at which time it will be
marked accordingly.

All Artwork to be available for sale, both in the Gallery and online, with a limited
edition of + Artist’s Proof (AP) per Artwork.

3. EXHIBITION PERIOD

The artist agrees to make available an edition of 25 works for sale + AP on an ongoing
basis via The Gallery. Work will be available for sale both during the exhibition period
