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Tell us about these pictures.

These pictures are from my most recent body of work, Every breath
we drew, which explores the power of identity, desire, and
connection through portraits of others and myself. Working within
the framework of queer experience and from my actively constructed
sense of masculinity, my portraits examine the intersection between
private, individual identity and the search for intimate connection
with others. I photograph people in their homes, often in their
bedrooms, using medium and large format cameras to create a deep,

sustained engagement, resulting in an intimate and detailed portrait.

I combine formal portraits, images of couples, self-portraits, and
photographs of my own romantic relationship to investigate broader
themes of identity and connection while also speaking to my private,
individual experience. The photographs of men and masculine
individuals act as a kind of mirror; they depict the type of gentle
masculinity I am attracted to, yet also the kind I want to embody.
Similarly, the photographs of relationships speak to a drive to be
seen, understood, and desired through the eyes of a another person;
a reflection of the self as the ultimate intimate connection.

I am intentionally trying to work in the grey area, to blur lines of
gender and sexuality, and also of truth and fiction. My portraits are
very much about the individual people I photograph, but they are all
united by my personal and photographic desires. In a way, Every
breath we drew is one big self-portrait about my quest for intimacy
and connection, engaging with all of the complexities of my own
identity, and how others respond to that identity, along the way.

Ultimately, the pictures are about desire, in all of its multifaceted

forms.
