DIY Install Instructions

Step 1. Mount your BluStream module (a) with the included adhesive tape to your vehicle's dash

Step 2. BluStream needs a little power to rock your world, so plug the power source (b) into your
12volt power outlet (cigarette port)

Step 3. Plug the 3.5mm AUX cable (c) to your vehicle's AUX port.
Step 4. Change your input source on your car radio to AUX Input
Step 5. Pair your Bluetooth capable smartphone to Bluestream!
How to pair your phone:
*Ensure your smartphone's Bluetooth is on

*Select "BluStream” from your phone's Bluetooth list and select connect
(No Pairing Code is required)

Calling Instructions

Step 1.Make sure your input source on your car radio is set to AUX Input
Step 2.To answer incoming calls: Press the BluStream control button once (a)
Step 3.To end calls: Press the BluSteam control button once (a)

Audio Control Instructions

Step 1.Play/Pause: Press the BluStream button (a) once
Step 2.Skip to next track: Press the BluStream button (a) twice
Step 3.To activate Siri/Google: Press and hold the BluStream control button (a) for three seconds
