A cocktail stick makes small splashes and
patterns in the Making Waves ‘foam’ which has
been spread on top of set Solid Water.

M Experiment with a sponge, wire brush or
crumpled foil for different pattern effects.

The puddle with its surface stormy ripples was
made using Solid Water mixed with a few
strands of Deluxe Materials Scenic fibres and
allowed to set completely. Don't forget to add
raindrops!
