WE COLLECT, RECEIVE AND 
UPLIFT PREVIOUS ON-SITE 
USED CARPET TILES

✔  Bitumen or PVC backed carpet tiles 

✔  Tiles tacified not glued to floor 

✔  Full tiles palletised and shrunk- wrapped 

✔  Offcuts in builders sacks on pallets 

✔  Minimum of 2 pallets/200m2 stacked max 
height 1.2m from the ground 

✔  Dry carpet tiles only, ideally stored inside or 
minimum tarpaulin covered 

✔  Pallets available at ground floor access point 
for min 18 tonnes vehicle.

‘second life is first choice’ 
and only then do we recycle, 
not landfill, the residual.
