1)  Work area safety

OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS
NOTE: Before using the tool, read the instruction 
book carefully.

Intended Use
The machine is intended for hammer drilling in 
concrete, brick and stone. It is also suitable for drilling 
without impact in wood, metal, ceramic and plastic. 
Any other use is deemed to be a case of misuse.  

BEFORE PUTTING INTO OPERATION
A) TO REMOVE THE BATTERY PACK (SEE FIG A1)
Depress the Battery Pack Release Button (7) firmly 
first and then slide the Battery Pack out from your tool.

B) TO INSTALL THE BATTERY PACK (SEE FIG A2)
Slide the fully charged Battery Pack onto the tool with 
sufficient force until it clicks into position. 
 
CHARGER(ACG18G25)
CHARGING YOUR BATTERY PACK (See Fig. B1 , B2 ,B3)
Do not use any charger other than that specifically 
provided for use with the equipment.
If the battery pack is very hot you must remove your 
battery pack from the charger and allow time for the 
battery to cool down before recharging.
Please charge the battery to reach full before storage. 
If the tool will not be used for long periods of time, 
charge the battery every 3 months.

CHARGING PROCEDURE
1) 	 Plug the charger into an appropriate outlet. The 

light will be green.
2) 	 Slide the battery pack into the charger, make sure 

the battery is in the correct charge position firmly. 
the light will turn to red to indicate the charging

	 process has started.
3) 	 When charging is completed, the light will turn to 

green.
4) 	 After fully charged, unplug the charger and remove 

the battery pack.

If the battery pack is locked in the charger, press the 
battery pack release button and remove it.

OPERATION
1. INSERTING AND REMOVING DRILL BIT IN SDS
Take care that the dust protection cap (1) is not 
damaged when changing tools.
— INSERTING (See FIG. C1)
Clean and lightly oil the bit before inserting. Insert the 
dust-free bit into the bit holder with a twisting motion 
until it latches.
The bit locks itself. Check the locking by pulling on 
the tool.

— REMOVING (See FIG. C2)
Retract back the bit holder locking sleeve (2) and pull 
out the bit.
 WARNING!Your new Rotary Hammer generates 

powerful forces to get your job done quickly and 
effectively. These forces may cause inferior quality 
SDS bits to break and jam in the chuck, We therefore 
recommend that only high quality SDS bits be used 
with this tool.

2. ON/OFF SWITCH WITH VARIABLE SPEED CONTROL 
(See D)
Depress to start and release to stop your tool. This 
tool has a variable speed switch (4) that delivers 
higher speeds with increased trigger pressure - speed 
is controlled by varying the pressure applied to the 
switch.

3. SWITCH LOCK
The switch trigger can be locked in the OFF position. 
This helps to reduce the possibility of accidental 
starting when not in use. To lock the switch trigger, 
place the direction of rotation control in the center 
position.

4. FORWARD AND REVERSE ROTATION CONTROL (See 
FIG. D)

With the drill pointing away from you, push the 
forward/reverse-lever to the left “  “ for forward 
rotation. Push the forward/reverse-lever to the right for 
reverse rotation “  “.
 WARNING! Never change the direction of 

rotation while the tool is rotating, wait until it 
has stopped.

5. FUNCTION MODE SELECTION (See FIG. E)
The operation of the gearbox for each application is set 
with the function mode selection switch(3). To change 
between functions, depress the unlocking button and 
rotate the selector to the desired operating mode.

For simultaneous drilling 
and impacting of concrete or 
masonry, choose the Hammer 
drilling position.
For screw driving, drilling into 
steel, wood and plastics choose 
the Rotary drilling position.

 WARNING! The operating mode selector switch 
may be actuated only at a standstill.
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WORKING HINTS FOR YOUR TOOL
If your power tool becomes over heated, set the speed 
to maximum and run no load for 2-3 minutes to cool 
the motor. SDS-plus tungsten carbide drill bits should 
always be used for concrete and masonry. 
When drilling in metal, only use HSS drill bits in good 
condition. Where possible use a pilot hole before 
drilling a large diameter hole.

PROBLEM SOLUTION
1. WHY YOUR DRILL SUDDENLY STOPS WHEN WORKING.
a) 	 They run at full power until they need charging. 

So if your tool suddenly stops check your battery 
first. The Li-ion battery is protected against deep 
discharging by the “Discharging Protection 
System”. When the battery is empty, the machine 
is switched off by means of a protective circuit, 
and the drill bit will be stop working.

b) 	 Overload protection. When overloaded, the motor 
comes to a stop. Relieve the load on the machine 
immediately and allow cooling for approx. 30 
seconds at the highest no-load speed.

c) 	 High temperature of the tool or battery. When 
the load is too high or the allowable battery 
temperature of 75°C is exceeded, the electronic 
control switches off the power tool until the 
temperature is in the optimum temperature range 
again.

2. REASONS FOR DIFFERENT CHARGING TIMES
Your charge time can be affected by many reasons 
which are not defects in your product. If the battery 
pack is only partly discharged it may be re-charged 
in less than 1 hour. If the battery pack and ambient 
temperature are very cold then re-charging may take 
1-1.5 hours. If the battery pack is very hot it will not re-
charge because the internal temperature safety cutout 
will prevent it. If the battery pack is very hot you must 
remove your battery pack from the charger and allow 
your battery pack to cool first to ambient temperature 
and then recharging can be started. If you charge a 
second battery pack immediately after the first then 
the charger can be overheated. Always allow at least 
15 minutes rest between battery pack charging.

3. REASONS FOR DIFFERENT BATTERY PACK WORKING 
TIMES
Charging time problems, having not used a battery 

pack for a prolonged time will reduce the battery pack 
working time. This can be corrected after several 
charge and discharge operations by charging & 
working with your drill. Heavy working conditions such 
as large screws into hard wood will use up the battery 
pack energy faster than lighter working conditions. Do 
not re-charge your battery pack below 0oC and above 
30oC as this will affect performance.

MAINTENANCE
Remove the battery pack from the tool before carrying 
out any adjustment, servicing or maintenance.
Your power tool requires no additional lubrication or 
maintenance. There are no user serviceable parts in 
your power tool. Never use water or chemical cleaners 
to clean your power tool. Wipe clean with a dry cloth. 
Always store your power tool in a dry place. Keep 
the motor ventilation slots clean. Keep all working 
controls free of dust. Occasionally you may see sparks 
through the ventilation slots. This is normal and will 
not damage your power tool. 
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
