Remove your camera and flash prior to storage. It is not necessary to remove a flash cord if attached to the flash
mounting plate. Loosen the upright lock knob and rotate upright backward to lower until flat. Fold in the leg.
If upright is in lowest position, rotate the flash rotator to its 45 degree position for storage.

- The upright knob may be tightened when the bracket is in the storage (flat) position. The upright lock knob must
be loosened prior to rotating the upright or damage may occur and warranty will be void.

Attaching the bracket to a tripod or monopod

To remove the camera: Ubrigh
Open the clamp to the fully open position by turning the clamp knob in the counter-clockwise direction. pright

Remove your camera from the quick release clamp.
The flash rotator is adjustable to work with short or tall cameras.
Adjust by loosening the upright screw, then position the rotator to be centered around the lens of the camera.
After desired position of rotator is set, lock upright screw using the 1/8” Allen wrench provided with bracket.

Note:
- Rotating without equal space around lens may cause damage to the lens or bracket.
- The leg must be completely folded in or out to rotate flash to avoid damage to the bracket.
