7.	 Barack Obama taught constitutional law 
at the University of Chicago Law School.

8.	 Robin Williams was born 
here on July 21, 1951.

9.	 Harrison Ford was born 
here July 13, 1942. 

10.	 The Blues Brothers are famous for 
their song “Sweet Home Chicago.”

11.	 Anish Kapoor is the sculptor 
of Cloud Gate.

12.	 Chicago’s nickname “Windy City” was 
bestowed upon them from Cincinnati—
not because of the weather but 
because of the long-windedness of 
the politicians during the late 1800’s.

13.	 All hail the Chicago Dog. A beef hot 
dog topped with yellow mustard, 
chopped white onions, sweet pickle 
relish, a dill pickle spear, tomatoes, 
pickled sport peppers, and a dash 
of celery salt, NO Ketchup, and 
placed on a poppy seed bun.

14.	 Cloud Gate Sculpture, aka the “Chicago 
Bean” was built between 2004 and 2006.
