9.	 When the Wicked Witch of the 
West heard that Dorothy and her 
friends were coming to destroy her, 
she sent three types of creatures; 
bees, crows and wolves. However, 
Dorothy’s friends defeated them all. 

10.	 I bet this tornado is “dizzy” from 
spinning and transporting Dorothy 
from Kanzas to the Land of Oz.

11.	 The Poppy field is one of the sneakiest 
deceptions filled with danger, 
because if you smell the poppies, you 
will never wake up, which almost 
happened with Dorothy and the Lion. 

12.	 Just follow the yellow brick road 
where you’ll find the Emerald City 
and the Great and Powerful Oz. 

13.	 Look! It’s the Flying Monkeys! They 
brought Dorothy and Lion to the witch 
but would not harm her for fear of 
fighting against the power of good.

14.	 After years of slavery to the Witch 
of the West, The Winkies were 
finally free when Dorothy melted 
her and they were free again! 

15.	 With some quick thinking and courage as 
scarecrow’s life is in danger being on fire, 
Dorothy dumps the bucket of water on 
him and the Wicked Witch of the West, 
melting her, ending her wicked era. 

16.	 Oh no! Here comes the wicked Witch 
of the West, beware her magic!

17.	 Meet The Great and Powerful Wizard of 
Oz, who loves the color green, hence 
his suite and city in the distance. 

18.	 Welcome to Emerald City, where 
wishes and dreams become reality.
