Attach Front Steel Frame into one side of one end 
panel.
Secure using 2 x Assembly Bolts.

Attach Rear Steel Frame into other side of end panel.
Secure using 2 x Assembly Bolts.

Repeat for remaining side panel.

Flip Change Centre upside down as per image 
shown.
Attach all four Castors by pushing onto the 
bottom of the end panels. Stand Change Centre 
upright.

Lay Change Pad face down on a flat surface.
Lay Change Pad Assembly Arm onto the 
Change Pad.

NOTE: Ensure the metal loops are facing up and that the horizontal bar 
sits between the pre-drilled holes on the Change Pad.

Attach one Assembly Arm Fixing over the horizontal 
bar of the Change Pad Assembly Arm.
Secure with 2 x 10mm Screws.

Ensure the White screw plugs are facing 
downward on the opposite Change Pad Steel 
Frame support tube as per image shown.
