1a. If the Bassinet or Changer are installed, please remove
these first.

1b. Unfasten the velcro fasteners undemeath the cot base
and remove mattress pad.

@ 20. Locate the centre hub inside the travel cot.

2b. Lift the handle to release the centre hulo lock.

Lift centre hub, making sure it is raised fo highest
position.

@ 3a. Lift latch on side rail.

4q. Squeeze button in the centre of the side rail.

5a. Gently push rail down.
Sb. Repeat to release latches on remaining three raill

centres.

PLEASE NOTE! Latches will not release unless you lift up rail centre
and squeeze the button at the same time.

velcro tals.

7b. Place travel cot into bag and zip together.

/c. The travel cot is now ready for easy carrying or
storage.
