No debe quedar arnés sobrante en los hombros del nifio.

Ajuste del arnés:

1. Antes de tensar el arnés,
quitele al nifo cualquier
prenda abultada que pueda
llevar puesta.

2. Compruebe que la altura
del arnés sea la adecuada.
