BATTERIES

This clock operates on two “AA” batteries
(not included). Remove the Battery Door
(H) and insert two new “AA” batteries in
the direction of the polarity symbols.
Please make sure the batteries are new
and inserted correctly.

If the clock does not operate, or steadily
loses time, or if the alarm sounds weak,
the battery is low and should be replaced.

SETTING THE TIME

Press and hold the “TIME SET” button (B) and press the “HR” button (A) to set the hours.
Press and hold the “TIME SET” button (B) and press the “MIN” button (E) to set the minutes.
Be sure to correctly set the time in AM or PM mode.

SETTING THE ALARM

Press and hold the “ALARM SET” button (C) and press the “HR” button (A) to set the alarm hours.
Press and hold the “ALARM SET” button (C) and press “MIN” button (E) to set the alarm minutes.
Be sure to correctly set the alarm in AM or PM mode.

RESETTING ALARM AND SNOOZE

To activate the alarm, press the “ALARM ON/OFF” button (D) once. The alarm symbol (d , Z5) will
appear on the display. At the pre-set time, the alarm will sound. After the alarm is activated, press
the “SNOOZE/LIGHT” button (G)to activate the snooze function. The snooze icon ( Z,) will flash to
indicate that this function is on. After eight (8) minutes, the alarm will reactivate. This snooze
function can be repeated again and again.

To activate the resetting alarm simply press the “ALARM STOP” button once after the alarm sounds.
This will automatically reset the alarm for the same time the following day.

COLOR BACKLIGHT

The display can be illuminated at any time by pressing the “SNOOZE/LIGHT” (G), and will stay
illuminated for five (5) seconds, then automatically fade. The display will also illuminate if you press
the “SNOOZE/LIGHT” (G) at the time the alarm sounds.

3. Clean the battery contacts and also those of the device prior to battery installation.
