Sensor ID Number

e Each sensor has a unique ID number on a sticker inside the battery compartment.
e See instructions with the weather station for viewing the ID number on the station or
to replace an existing sensor.

Mounting

Option 1:
e Install one mounting screw into a wall.
¢ Place the transmitter onto the screw.

Option 2:

e Insert the mounting screw through the front of the sensor and into the wall.

e Tighten the screw to snug (do not over tighten).

e Mount the temperature/humidity sensor on a north-facing wall or in any well shaded
location. Sun will make it read high.

e Under an eave or deck rail is preferred.

e Be sure the outdoor sensor is mounted vertically to drain moisture.

e The maximum wireless transmission range to the weather station is over 330 feet
(100 meters) in open air, not including walls or floors.
