POWER UP

1. Insert the 5 volt power cord into the outlet, then into your
Alarm Clock. Optional: Insert 2-AAA batteries for backup.
2. Set time, date, etc.
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SETTINGS

1.Hold the SET button to enter the Settings Menu.
2.Use the + or - button to adjust and SET to confirm.
3.Press the LIGHT/SNOOZE button at any time to exit.

CUSTOM DATE DISPLAY

Press and release the SET button to change your Date Display.

3. Press the ALARM button to confirm adjustments and move
to the next item. The alarm is active when set.

2. Use the + or - button to turn the Auto Dim feature ON or OFF.
Press the LIGHT/SNOOZE button to confirm.

3. If ON was selected, START TIME will flash on screen. Use the
+ or - buttons to adjust your Auto Dimmer’s starting hour.
Press the LIGHT/SNOOZE button to confirm.

4. STOP TIME will flash. Use the + or - buttons to adjust your Auto
Dimmer’s ending hour. Press the LIGHT/SNOOZE button to
confirm and exit.
