POWER UP

3. Optional: Install 3-AAA batteries into your station.

4. Once the sensor is reading to your station, place sensor outside 
    in a shaded location.

OTHER BUTTON FUNCTIONS
·  Press SNOOZE/BACKLIGHT: Adjust or turn off backlight.

·  Hold ALERT: To set high and low temperature alerts.  Use 
   + or - button to adjust. Press ALERT to confirm.

·  Press ALERT: Press to toggle between alerts. Press the + 
   button to arm alert. Press - button to disarm alert.

·  Hold ALARM: Set alarm time.  Use the + or - button to adjust. 
   Press ALARM button to confirm.

·  Press SNOOZE/BACKLIGHT: Press SNOOZE (when alarm 
   sounds): To silence alarm for 10 minutes.

·  Press ALARM: Once to view alarm time. Again to activate/
   deactivate time alarm.

·  Press SET: Start or stop WWVB search.

·  Press TEMP:  View Heat Index and  Dew Point temperature.

·  Hold TEMP: Search for sensor

·  Press + button: Change sensor channels when multiple sensors 
   are used.

·  Press - button: View daily high and low temperature/humidity.
