DataGrabber 5 Battery drive should have room, try using a different USB flash drive
to help pinpoint the issue.

The DataGrabber uses one 9V replaceable alkaline or lithium
battery.

To install or replace the 9V battery:

1. Unscrew the top cap of the DataGrabber.

2. Remove the old battery if required.

3. Ensure proper polarity and insert the new battery.

4. Screw the top cap firmly back onto the housing.
