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FITTING INSTRUCTIONS 

 Remove bolt arrowed in picture 1. 

 Remove bolt arrowed in picture 2. 

 Remove the two bolts arrowed in picture 3. 

 Carefully lift the headlight unit in the direction of the arrow in picture 4, to disengage 

the rubber grommets. 

 Disconnect the two wiring plug sockets arrowed in picture 5. 

 Repeat the top two bullet points for the opposite indicator. 

 Fit the indicators of choice (R&G mini indicator product code RG370 for bulb type 

and RG371 for LED type or RG372 for Aero Style led type) into either of the 

indicator adaptors (S0980) as shown in picture 6 and tighten. 

 Fit the indicator assembly to the indicator housing and secure using the supplied bolt 

as shown in picture 7. 

 Route the wiring as original as shown in picture 8. 

 Secure the indicator housing as original using the original bolt as shown in picture 9. 

 If using our bulb indicators (RG370) no resistors are required, if using our LED 

indicators (RG371 or RG372) one resistor (RGR0002) per side is required as shown 

in pictures 11 and 12. 

 The original indicator wiring may be cut and shut in order to re-use the original wiring 

plug socket. To do this, we suggest cutting the connector from the original wiring and fit a 

wiring connector (to suit the indicators of choice) to each wire, (if illumination fails, swap 

the connections around) (this connection can also be soldered), or a ready-made wiring 

extension is available (CON0032). 

 Reconnect the indicators to the original plug sockets as shown in picture 13. 

 Repeat the above for the opposite indicator. 

 It is a good idea to test the indicators at this stage. 

 Tidy the wiring as shown in pictures 12 and 14. 

 Refit the headlight unit as original ensuring no wires are caught when refitting. 

 Please check the operation of indicators and steering before riding the motorcycle

 Enlever le boulon indiqué sur la photo 2. 

 Enlever les 2 boulons indiqués sur la photo 3. 

 Lever l’unité de feu dans la direction indiquée sur la photo 4, pour désengager les 

rondelles de caoutchouc. 

 Déconnecter les 2 prises de fils indiquées sur la photo 5. 

 Répéter les 2 points du haut pour le coté opposé. 

 Monter les clignotants de votre choix (Mini clignotants R&G, code produit RG370 

pour type ampoule et RG371 pour type LED ou encore RG372 pour LED latérales) 

sur chacun des adaptateurs de clignotants (S0980), voir photo 6, puis serrer. 

 Monter l’assemblage de clignotants sur son emplacement puis fixer à l’aide du boulon 

fourni, voir photo 7. 

 Router les fils comme à l’origine, voir photo 8. 

 Fixer le boitier de clignotant comme à l’origine à l’aide du boulon d’origine, voir 

photo 9. 

 Si vous utilisez les clignotants typa ampoule (RG370), aucune résistance n’est 

nécessaire, si vous utilisez les clignotant à  LED (RG371 ou RG372), une résistance 

est nécessaire de chaque coté (RGR0002), voir photos 11 et 12. 

 Le fil de clignotant d’origine peut être coupé puis fermé pour réutiliser la prise de fils 

d’origine. Pour cela, nous vous suggéront de couper le connecteur de son fil d’origine et 

de monter le connecteur (pour s’adapteur aux clignotants de votre choix) sur chaque fil, 

(Si l’éclairage échoue, tournez les connecteurs) (Cette connexion peut aussi être fermée), 

ou une extension de fil est disponible (CON0032). 

 Reconnecter les clignotants sur les prises d’origine, voir photo 13. 

 Répéter les étapes du dessus pour l’autre clignotant.

 Serrer les fils comme sur les photos 12 et 14.
