Replace the front bolts for the passenger han-
dles above the shock absorbers with the sup-
plied M8x40 to get enough clearance to the
shock absorbers.

Install the Ohlins shock absorbers. Reservoirs
up and pointing towards the rear.

5

Lower the bike so that you get some weight
on the rear wheel and tighten the shock

mounting screws to the correct torque accord-
ing to the vehicle service manual.

Lower the vehicle so that the suspension is slightly
compressed before tightening the screws.
