ASSEMBLING THE 8FT ROOF SHED FLOOR: Setting Shed Base

PLEASE NOTE: All Shed Floors have the 4ft x 8ft Floor in the center.

20b. Using a hammer, tack down the felt with the tacks provided in a
neat fashion. 21b. Drill in the felt strips as shown on front and back of the shed to finish the roof off. Use the
framework of the roof blocks to screw the felt strips down to. The felt strips will give your shed a

neat finish for the roof and hide any overhang areas of the roof felt.

20c. Trim down excess felt with a stanley knife. Remember to
overlay the 1st felt to avoid rain leaks. NOTE:
