Finally last autumn, we were able to an-

swer such a call from a family in Green-

land, NH.  With the rental of half of a du-

plex, 2 individuals to provide residential 

services to, FNE Greenland was born!  

FNE Greenland staff bring Greenland 

residents to our Verdant Pastures-Epping 

location for day or community supported 

services.

Deborah DeScenza, Founder and Execu-

tive Director, has been making plans & 

exploring ways to expand services for a 

number of years. With that in mind, she 

has begun searching for property.   With 

the help and guidance of our Board of 

Directorsõ-Property Search Committee, we 

are looking for property east of Route 93, 

preferably with a house or building on it to 

serve as a òhome baseó for Day Services 

and day to day operations, and land on 

which to build residences.  She recently  

held a meeting with families looking at 

new options for housing and residential 

supports.

In 2015 we asked you to support our wish for Chicken Tractors or òMobile Chicken Co-

opsó and you did so with gusto!  We were able to build 2 beautiful mobile coops!  The de-

sign enables us to move the coop from place to place around the farm, sharing the fertilizing 

and bug eating benefit of chickens!  Not to mention giving our chickens a change of scenery 

every now and then.  This design also allows our farmers to collect eggs twice a day from 

the outside of the coop, off the ground and away from predators. We increased the number 

of chickens that we can have and our egg production.  FNE eggs can now be purchased at 

the Concord Co-op, Concord, NH and at the Muster Field Farm, N. Sutton, NH as well as 

at our farm stand. 

The Birthing Center was the focus of our 2016 Fund-a-Need campaign.  This is the area of the barn and paddock 

that we will be able to have our goats and pigs give birth and raise their young in an environment that is safe and 

secure, while being more accessible to our farmers.  We were blessed to have Bob Sweeney and his crew of volun-

teers donate their time for the deconstruction of our old paddock, Jim Daley who gave us a huge break on the dis-

posal of the old paddock and gifted with a $2,000 donation for fencing by Monadnock Fence Company of Swan-

zey, NH.  Thank you to all who have donated!  Because of you, we have been able to raise over $16,000 (fencing 

included) for the birthing center!
