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) PRIOR TO INSTALLATION

1. Inspect products for any damages

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X INSTALLATION

1. Preparing the Cabinet

Remove all drawers from the cabinet and put them aside to avoid
damage or scratch. Refer to the adjustment section on the next page to
see how to remove.

Position the cabinet at desired height. Factor in the top/basin thickness
to get the correct height.

a) Measure correct plumbing locations and drill holes for plumbing in the
back panel.

b) Position the vanity over the pipes. For wall hung vanities, support from
under and elevate the cabinet to desired height. Use a spirit level to check
the cabinet is complete level.

Secure the cabinet to the wall. For wall hung cabinets, fix the cabinet
through the mounting brackets at top left and right corner and any other
mounting brackets where available.

Add extra fastening in between the mounting brackets at the a maximum
300mm horizontal spacing.

a) Fasten cabinet to the wall at the bottom of the cabinet no further than
100mm from each end and no higher than 50mm from the base panel.

4. Install Top

DO NOT INSTALL vanity top until the cabinet is level and plumb in all
directions!

b) Apply a countinuous bead of non-acidic silicone to top four edges of the
vanity and at the back where top meets the wall. Position the top (ideally
the top will equally overhang on each side) and ensure the top surface is
level.

c) Seal any visible gaps between the cabinet and the top and the basin
with continuous bead of silicone.

5. Sealing d) Seal all edges where cabinet and top meet the floor and wall to prevent
water penetration.
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X ADJUSTMENT

After installation every cabinet will need some adjustments as doors and drawers move during transport and
installation. The cabinet must be level before adjustments are made. It is responsibility pf There may be some
movement in transportation and installation which causes doors and/or drawers to be unaligned. It is the
responsibility of the installer to ensure the adjustments are done correctly. No warranty claims wil be considered
until this adjustment process is completed. Refer to the instructions below.

Drawers Removal & Re-fitting

Drawer Removal:

Open the drawer and locate the cover caps on the outer ~ Push both levers up using index fingers and slide the
side of the drawer wall. Remove the cover caps toreveala  drawer out slowly and give a firm pull to release the
small lever. drawer from the runners.

Re-fitting:

Ensure the runners are pushed back into the cabinet. Place
the drawer on the runners and slide it in until you hear
‘clicks’ on both sides.

Test the drawer by opening and checking that both
runners are attached.

*If not, repeat the removal and refitting process .

Drawer Front Removal & Adjustment

Low Profile Drawer (Bronte Top Drawer)

e Remove the drawer from cabinet

Remove the cover caps at the left hand side (LHS) drawer and turn the screw
to the left and up to release the drawer front for each drawer runner. It is
symmetric for the RHS drawer side. Ensure the cam fasteners on the under-
side of drawer base are disconneted first.

To reattach the drawer front side the pins on the drawer front back into the
drawer wall. It will click into place when attached correctly.

Remove the drawer from cabinet

Remove the cover caps at the LHS drawer and turn screws to the right and
release the drawer front for each drawer runner. It is symmetric for the RHS
drawer side. Ensure the cam fasteners on the underside of drawer base are
disconneted first.

To refit the drawer front, side the pins on the drawer front back into the
drawer wall. It will click into place when attached correctly

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B\ CARE & MAINTENANCE

Arova products are produced from materials that are well suited to the bathroom however all products require cleaning and
maintenance to ensure longevity.

The best method of maintaining the finish is simply to wipe over with a clean, soft cloth regularly. Any water spills should be
wiped away immediately. It is important that no abrasive cleaners or wax-based creams are used.

Scratches
Avoid contact with hard or sharp objects. If minor scratches of fine marks occur on 2 pac paint surface, rub gently with cutting
compound followed by buffing with car polish and a clean, soft cloth.

Burns

Avoid placing hot objects, such as hair straighteners, curling tongs on any surface as these will cause burns, disclouration and
marking. Should slight accidental damage occur, it may be possible to remove minor marks with the same approach as for
scratches above.

Chemical damage

Chemical products spills should be removed immediately and any chemical residue should be cleaned with a soft and clean
cloth. Examples of common household chemical products: hair dye/lacquer/sprays/removers, bleach, after-shave lotion, nail
polish and remover, mineral turpentine, white spirit, kerosene, aerosol propellants and insecticides.
