Vine View Ranch is a gorgeous, high-elevation vineyard in the Yorkville Highlands planted in
2012. The organically farmed Cabernet Sauvignon vines perched at 1,500 ft. elevation thrive
under the meticulous care of Vine View Ranch owner Courtney Lee.

Winemaking: Native yeast. Fermentation in small, open-top fermenters. Aged in once used
French oak barrels for 15 months. Unfined and unfiltered.

Vintage: 2021 was an excellent growing year with a mild spring and warm summer. The vintage
overall showed lovely concentration and pronounced depth of flavor.
