Installing Cartridge Filter

1. Verify that the power cord is disconnected from the outlet. (fi g.1)
2. Remove power head and place in upside down position.
3. Slide the cartridge fi lter down over the fi lter cage and carefully push fi lter in until it 
    stops against the power head. (fig.2)
4. Place fi lter retainer on top of cartridge fi lter and tighten down by turning retainer

Removing and Cleaning Cartridge Filter
