INSTALLATION
If required, have a qualified electrician install a weather proof power point near to the 
pond or garden, within reach of the transformer and light.

•	 The high power energy efficient LED emits a natural warm light providing years of 
maintenance free satisfaction. 

•	 The 240V transformer (not included) converts the power supply to a safe 12 volts for 
peace of mind in your pond or garden. 

•	 Mount the transformer in a dry and protected location making sure that it can’t be wet 
by either rain or reticulation. It is not waterproof and do not submerge.

•	 Position the light in the desired location taking care not to wet the Bi-pin plug at the end 
of the cable.

•	 Adjust the light until facing in the general direction of the feature you wish to illuminate. 
We recommend final adjustments be carried out at night.

•	 Insert the Bi-pin male plug on the end of the light cable into the transformer and tighten 
the locking collar firmly. The transformer can now be turned on.

Connectors. A maxiumum of 50 lights can be connected in a single chain (a larger 
transformer is required), see table below.
