Notes:

The more substantial softwoods work well for practically all parts: Douglas fir, larch (tamarack), yellow
pine, Port Orford cedar/Lawson cypress, etc. Or lighter hardwoods: ash, mahogany, wych elm etc. Keel,
gunwale rubbing strake etc can be oak, iroko, etc. Good clear pine is good for thwarts, sternsheets, and
bottom boards.

Sizes are finished. Minimum extra is allowed for waste.
