In August of 2022, 
we completed and submitted our B Impact Assessment, and 
it’s now in the verification stage of getting certified. This journey 
upholds our ongoing commitment to be a force for good and 
demonstrates our purpose through action. We are currently on 
track to be a certified B Corporation by Autumn 2023.
