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GOT BAG's mission is to actively fight
the advancing plastic pollution of our
oceans together with our partners and
to encourage a more conscious use of
natural resources.

Therefore, in 2022 we have accomplished a
lot together with the GOT BAG community.
We expanded our clean-up activities and
joined forces with various initiatives to
protect the oceans.
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IN 2022 OUR CLEAN-UP PROGRAM LOCATED IN INDONESIA
COLLECTED 330,000 KG / 728,000 LBS OF PLASTIC WASTE.

Throughout the process, we collected all types of plastic that could be
harmful to our environment, regardless of its economical value.

We used the Cleanhub app to verify and keep
track of the amount of plastic we collected.
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COLLECTION POINTS

The plastic waste was collected by fishermen and collectors
from a total of 16 villages in the Demak and Jepara region in
Indonesia.
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OCEAN IMPACT PLASTIC

The collected plastic derived from the fishermen's by-catch,
as well as from coastal areas such as beaches, river banks
and mangrove forests. In addition, we have been able to
establish waste management systems so that waste can

be properly disposed of before being washed down rivers
and into the sea.

In 2022, 15% of our collected plastic was taken directly from
the ocean and 85% from coastal areas on land.
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FROM TRASH FROM TREASURE

The plastic we collected now no longer threatens the oceans
because the different types of plastic have been processed by
our recycling partners: PET was converted into pellets, which
were then recycled by our recycling partners: These were then
processed into yarn and used in the textile production for our
GOT BAG backpacks.

Other plastics like HDPE, LDPE, PP and PE will be recycled by
our local partners to be used as raw material for new products
in the future.

The remaining plastics, mainly composites, were thermally
recycled - they were used as an alternative to fossil fuels
in industry.
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TRASHBOOMS

In India, we financed the construction of five TrashBooms
which are floating barriers that stop trash floating in the river.
They prevent plastic from ending up in the sea.

Our friends from Plastic Fischer built and installed three of these
TrashBooms for us in Kanpur and two in Mangalore. With these
installations Plastic Fischer collected and managed already more
than 30 tons / 66.000 lbs of river plastic between Nov and Dec 2022.
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OCEAN WEEK

We planted 10,000 mangroves in the village of Gojoyo.
Mangroves are very important for the marine ecosystem.
Their roots provide shelter for many marine species and
help preserve biodiversity. They also protect the coast

from erosion and serve as a barrier against the frequent
floodings in the region. At the same time, they filter pollutants
from the water. The root system also acts as a barrier to
plastic waste, keeping it from entering the open sea. Next
year, we will plant another 20,000 mangroves.
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CORAL GARDENERS

Together with our GOT BAG community, we adopted 1,787
corals. Healthy coral reefs are essential for the survival of
hundreds of species of fish and other marine life. However,
these have been dying worldwide on a large scale due to rising
water temperatures and pollution. Coral Gardeners therefore
grow our adopted corals on ropes in underwater stations in
French Polynesia for one to two years until they can be
replanted on a reef.
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SEA SHEPHERD

Sea Shepherd is committed to fighting illegal fishing and
preserving the marine ecosystem worldwide. Thanks to the
revenue of our Sea Shepherd collaboration products, we were
able to support the crew with 50,000 Euros for their patrols
and arrests of illegal fishing on the African coast.
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We are incredibly grateful to everyone involved for
making this impact possible in 2022. Without our
GOT BAG community and the revenue from the
sales of our products, the funding of all these
projects would not have been possible. Our heroes
are our colleagues from GOT BAG Indonesia on
the ground, who fight every day relentlessly
against plastic pollution in the ocean and
environment.
