True HEPA Filter: Our HEPA filter is rigorously tested to ensure 99.97% efficiency 
in cleaning particles as small as 0.3 microns from the air, including smoke, dust, 
and pollen.

Natural Coconut Carbon Pre-Filter: The Pre-Filter uses carbon derived from	
coconuts. Carbon pre-filters reduce VOCs and household odors in the air as well 
as capture larger airborne particles including pet hair, dander, and fabric fibers, 
before they reach the HEPA filter.

Note: This guide covers several air purifier models. Your model may have some
or all of the features listed. This guide covers both permanent HEPA filter
models and replaceable HEPA filter models. Please see care section relevant to

How the System Works:
Air is pulled into the air purifier by the fan. The air passes first through the
pre-filter, where larger airborne particles such as pet dander and hair are 
trapped.

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Initial Setup:

1. Pull air purifier out of box and remove all packaging.

2. Unravel and straighten the cord before use.

3. Place air purifier on a flat and even floor. For proper air flow, place unit at least 
six (6) inches from any wall or furniture. DO NOT block air opening. 

4. Plug power cord into wall outlet and start the unit. 

Note: Always lift your air purifier by the handles of the unit. Figure 2. This air
purifier should be operated indoors only.

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Control Panel & Settings:

• Accent Light: To turn on the accent light, press the ACCENT LIGHT button once. 
Press ACCENT LIGHT button once again to turn off accent light. 
Note: When air purifier is turned on, accent light will be turned on automatically.

• Speed: To change the fan speed, press the SPEED button. A light will be on next to 
the selected speed on the unit (Low, Medium, High, Turbo). Continue pressing the 
button until the desired speed is selected. 
Note: When air purifier is turned on, speed will be set to “Medium” automatically.

• Timer: To set a timer, press the TIMER button. There will be a light next to the select-
ed time. Continue pressing the TIMER button until correct amount of time is selected. 
Choose from 2, 4, or 8 hour intervals. Air purifier will turn off after
specified time.

• Power: Press ON/OFF to power on. Press ON/OFF again to power off air purifier.

When air quality is “Excellent”, indicator light will display green and fan will run 
on low speed. When air quality is “Good”, indicator light will display blue and fan will 
run on medium speed. When air quality is “Fair”, indicator light will display orange 
and fan will run on high speed. When air quality is “Poor”, indicator light will display 
red and fan will run on turbo speed. Press AUTO or SPEED button to exit auto mode.

• Filter Indicator: Light will blink above FILTER INDICATOR when either the
pre-filter or HEPA filter needs to be cleaned/replaced. To reset FILTER INDICATOR, 
press and hold button for 5 seconds and indicator light will stop blinking.
Note: If light is blinking for HEPA filter, it is recommended to also clean/change 
pre-filter. See Filter Maintenance for more info.

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Remote Control:

• Vacuum pre-filter with utility nozzle attachment of vacuum cleaner. DO NOT
use an attachment with brush bristles.

• Place the front panel back on the air purifier. Align tabs at bottom of panel
with slots on air purifier and push until panel latches in place.

Cleaning the Filters (Units with Permanent Filters):
We recommend periodically checking and cleaning filters for optimal performance. 
Under normal conditions with an average of 12 hours daily use, the pre-filter should 
be cleaned every 3 months and the HEPA filter should be cleaned every 6 months. 
Please note that depending on air quality and environmental factors, filters may 
need to be cleaned more frequently or replaced if they are damaged.

IMPORTANT: DO NOT use water, any liquid, or detergents to clean the filters.

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Replacing the Pre-filter:

Place hands in slots on both sides of the
air purifier and gently pull.

• Remove the filter from the compartment of the air purifier.

• Remove the pre-filter from the HEPA filter by gently pulling away from
Velcro.

• Align the new pre-filter with the HEPA filter and firmly press to reattach.

Replacing the Remote Control Battery:
It is recommended to replace the battery when the product takes a long time to 
respond or stops responding when the buttons are pressed.

1. Turn over remote control. Press the tab toward the right and pull.

2. Pull out battery holder and replace the battery. Only use the specified battery 
type (Lithium Button Cell
Battery CR2025). The battery must be installed with the positive side facing up. 

3. Insert battery holder back into remote. 

Cleaning the Exterior:
Turn off and unplug air purifier from power source. Clean unit with a moistened 
soft cloth only. DO NOT pour or splash water on the unit or use any abrasive-type 
cleaner on it. Clean all external surfaces, especially the air intake grills and air
outlet.

Note: Ensure the air purifier is completely dry before plugging into power
source and turning on. Failure to do so could cause damage to the filters or air
purifier.

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Problem: Unit Does Not Operate
If the air purifier shuts off unexpectedly, safety features may be activated to
prevent damage or injury. If this happens, check the following:

1. Make sure the power cord is plugged into a working electrical outlet.

2. Make sure the filter is properly in place.

3. Make sure that the grille is latched in firmly.

 4. Has a household fuse blown, or has a circuit breaker tripped? Replace the fuse 
or reset the circuit breaker. If the problem continues, call an electrician.

5. Was a regular fuse used? Use a time-delay fuse or time-delay circuit breaker. 

Problem: Reduced Air Flow

1. The filter may be excessively dirty. Replace or clean filter as needed. 

Problem: Strong Vibration or Loud Noise

1. Make sure the unit is placed on a flat surface.

2. Try putting an anti-vibration mat underneath the unit.

3. Reset the air purifier. Unplug the unit for 1 minute, then plug it back in.

4. Check that the filter is properly in place.

5. Check if the filter needs to be cleaned

3. Unit may be damaged. Discontinue use and contact customer service.
