What is Boom Booms?  

• BB’s is a competitive dance program for ages 4-6. Girls and boys have the 
opportunity to increase their weekly training in a fun but structured 
environment. BB’s gives young children more exposure to the stage and a 
competitive environment as they get to perform at 1-2 parades/festivals, 3 
competitions in the Tulsa/OKC area and the recital in May. Boom Booms is 
a bridge into our Bloom or THRIVE competitive programs and builds 
confidence, teaches musicality, leadership qualities and more!  

What are the Boom Booms class requirements?  

• In the summer, BB 1 are required to take 1 ballet class. BB 2 are required to 
take 1 ballet and 1 jumps/turns. Additional classes are of course welcome! 

• In the fall/spring, BB’s are required to attend 3 classes per week. Typically, 
the class schedule is 1 hour on Monday at 4:15 or 5:15, as well as 2 hours 



on Thursday from 4:30-6:15. They have Boom Booms twice per week with 
Ms. Corban and 1 ballet class. In their Boom Booms class, they work on 
technique and the choreography for their competition routine. Their ballet 
class is with BB’s girls and boys only, which is beneficial to them because it 
is typically smaller in size and the kids in the class are more focused and the 
class can move at a faster pace than a typical recreational ballet class.  It is 
HIGHLY suggested for Boom Booms 2 to also take a jumps/turns class. 
Additionally, if your dancer would like to add any other classes we suggest 
tumbling and/or acro.  

New! This Season:  

• Compete a solo, duet, trio at the same 3 competitions you compete your 
group routine. This is for BB 2 only. Find out more at the meeting on May 
7th!       

When do the Boom Booms compete?  

• The BB’s have 3 competitions and they take place between January and 
May. A schedule is released by early August.  

What other performances do they get to participate in?  

• It changes year to year but we have participated in Holiday parades, Drillers 
Baseball, Mayfest and more!  

How can I find out more about Boom Booms?  

• Attend the Parent informational Meeting on Sunday, May 7th at 4:30pm at 
STDC.  

When is the audition and what can I expect at the auditions?  

• Boom Booms auditions will take place on Thursday, May 25th from 5-7pm. 

• If you are 4 or 5 years old by June 1st and not 6 years old before January 1, 
2024, please attend the 5pm audition.  

• If you are 5 or 6 years old by June 1st and not 7 years old before January 1, 
2023, please attend the 6pm audition.  

•  If your child will be 7 before January 1, 2023, please contact Keally Lilly at 
keally@southtulsadanceco.com for options that might be better suited for 
your child.  

• If your child is 6 years old it is possible that your child will be placed on the 
Bloom competition team. See us for Bloom information. 

• Audition fee: $25 cash  

• Audition form: Available at the audition so please arrive about 15 minutes 
prior to the audition to fill out the form.  
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• Your child should wear their favorite dance outfit and hair should be pulled 
back into a ponytail or bun. Visit our DanceBarre Boutique for the perfect 
audition apparel. 

• Girls/Boys will be in the audition for approximately 45 minutes to 1 hour. 

• They will perform the following in a group setting or 1 at a time:  
1. Jazz walks  
2. Splits  
3. Leg hold (leg extension with their right or left)  
4. Pirouette  
5. Improv (we are looking for personality!)  
6. Short combo will be taught and they will be expected to show the 

judges in a group of 4-5 at a time.  
7. Optional- any tumbling/acro tricks  

• Please keep in mind that it is possible that we will not accept all children 
that audition. Boom Booms has limited openings and many factors go into 
the process of choosing children for our teams. These factors include their 
age, the ability to pick up choreography, the ability to listen in class and 
focus for 3 hours per week.  

• Boom Booms 1 and 2 will be announced via email on Friday May 26th. 
 
 
What are the fees for Boom Booms?  

• The 2023-24 fees are not confirmed yet but below is the fee schedule for 
this current season and the fees for the new addition of our solo/duet/trio. 
Your fees will be confirmed prior to accepting and signing the Boom Booms 
contract.  There is a $150 deposit due along with your contract by June 5th.
