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EAK500 ALARM DEVICE 

This alarm unit is designed to be used with ED501 touch bar exit device, 
VR531 vertical bar exit devices, or ETB500 electronic touch bar. It could be 
used in either alarmed or non-alarmed mode. In alarmed mode siren will 
sound when bar is pushed. In non-alarmed mode exit device will operate 
without sounding alarm. 

This device allows instant egress (without magnet or strike) while at the 
same time allowing the user to monitor unauttiorized use of doors 
equipped with this device. 

This device requires a 1 1
/8" mortise cylinder with C cam (optional). Also 

this device could be used with either magnet or strike (optio_nal). And it is 
equipped with a 0-30 sec. delayed egress feature (apphcable only when 
used with Magnet or Strike). 

NOTE: Refer to Exit Device instructions on how to mount Exit Device .

A- Installing both Alarm Unit and Exit Device:
Complete Exit Device installation according to Exit

1- Remove Rear End Cap, then remove End Cap

Now slide Alarm Unit in;J;liding Cover-by first i�;�rting end of ��it into groove of Sliding Cover as indicated 
below then by drop-ping over Mortise Cylinder. Now is the time to push the Mortise Cylinder all the way through 
Sliding Cover and Alarm Unit until face of Mortise Cylinder is touching Sliding Cover. Hold assembly together in 
place by pushing both Mortise Cylinder and Alarm Unit against Sliding Cover.

CONNECTING MAGNET OR STRIKE WIRES 

A- Start by pulling wires through hole you drilled in End Cap.

B- Use Dry Relay Contact shown in diagram to connect Alarm Unit to a magnet
or strike as desired. For a more audible or visual alarm, a DC horn or light could
be used in place of magnet or strike. See step 3 for different wiring diagrams.
