Lubricating Gears & Re-Sealing Mini Jet Pump C

1. Remove four screws located around the black front face of the pump. If you lay your filter on its back, o

2. Inside you will find ablack plastic piece (looks like atop hat) sitting on aspring. The spring is 'n6&$oval black
plastic piece. (Set these piecesto the side.) Se%

3. Next you will see ablack rubber oval gasket. With asmall screw driver or pen knife along tR@ge, lift it out and set it to
the side.

4. Next isan oval stainless steel plate which needs to belifted out. Note: this thin plate bg.’lifted out when you lift out the
oval gasket. If you do not seeit look on the back of the gasket, asit may be stuck to it. are two separate pieces.

5. THISNEXT PART ISVERY IMPORTANT: Everything now is a beige colour. Lpgking carefully in the middle of the
pump you will seein the middle a plastic piece in the shape of an "8". Y ou shoul see amark, either black or red, on the
top of the"8", and amark in the middle like apin hole. There are two slots on &i side of thefigure "8" plate. Take this
piece out and set it down in the exact manner as you removed it. Same fac d same hol es corresponding.

6. Oncethisplateis out you will see the gears. First remove the bottom y using asmall screw driver. Place the
screwdriver between the teeth of the gear and pull upwards. Set the gear to the side. Next do the same with the top gear. This
isyour drive gear. When you removeit look through the hole, yo '\@Otice aflat spot. Thislines up with the flat spot on
the silver shaft that you just removed it from. K

7. Take some petroleum jelly and place it on the back of the D{R&E GEAR and alittle in between the teeth of the gear. Line
up the flat spot on the shaft to the one on theinside hole o gear and put it back in. Make sure the gear insertsfully.

8. Do the same as above to the other gear (idler gear) ang place it back into the pump. The holeisround and you do not have

to line anything up, just make sure that the two gear, en.

9. Pick up your figure 8" plate. Put afilm of petrgleum jelly on the back of thisplate. Place it back into the pump in the
exact same way you removed it. The mark on tfé&ale should be at the top facing you and the pin mark should also be face
up. .

10. Put asmall amount of petroleum jellxg‘ﬁ\your finger and run your finger along the top of the figure 8 plate you just put
in. You need to fill in the crack where the plate meets with the rest of the pump housing and the two holes where the shafts
are (not the two side slots). '§

11. Next replace the silver oval discNJ hereisatiny raised area, and this plate fits perfectly in the middie.

12. Place the rubber oval gasK er the silver plate. Make sure it is seated properly or your pump may leak.

13. Take the oval hard black<p]astic piece and placeit in the middle on top of the gasket. Place the spring in the middle (you
will notice araised area he spring fitsinto). Next place the "top hat" looking piece on the top of the spring. The long
portion inside the spri

14. Put on your co\} d the 4 screws. Make sure you do not over tighten the screws.
